Attendance – The school has a statutory duty to take a 
register of attendance at the beginning of both the 
morning and afternoon sessions. We are further obliged 
to monitor the attendance and punctuality of all 
children, and to present this data to the Educational 
Welfare Service and OfSTED upon request. We have 
been supplied with a model letter to help inform 
parents of their child’s attendance where it falls below 
90% for whatever reason and supply an attendance 
record sheet so that we can be certain that absences 
have been correctly coded. Further letters will be sent 
for as long as the attendance remains below 90% even 
if there is an improvement. Parents have a legal duty to 
ensure good attendance by their children and the EWO 
will seek assurances from the school that poor 
attendance is being addressed. The government now 
classifies those with less than 85% attendance as being 
‘persistent absentees’ – this is equivalent to a child 
missing nearly a day a week of schooling.  At Crowan 
Primary we have an enviable record and wish to keep 
attendance high – our target is 96%. Please continue to 
inform the school on the first and subsequent days of 
your child’s absence, and remember to send an 
explanatory letter when your child returns to school.
