Draft Analysis of Outcomes:-

100% of students said their teachers were always or mostly ‘kind and caring’

Questions receiving the highest number of ‘always’ responses are:-

96% always enjoy school trips and visits

95% always enjoy designing, making and building
89% always enjoy science work

89% always enjoy storytelling and drama

The question gaining the lowest number of ‘always’ responses was Q. 5 Children play well together at school, only 40% responded ‘always’ 
Questions receiving the highest number of ‘never’ responses are:-
17% said they ‘never’ enjoy writing

Further analysis of responses with regards writing

12 out of the 14 ‘never’ enjoy writing responses came from Boys. Crenver, Tenoweth and Releath had approximately the same number of students (2/3). 50% of the ‘never enjoy writing’ was from Pengelly class, 6/7 were boys. 
Additional Comments:
Overall the student responses are very positive and confirm the findings of the parent questionnaires and school self evaluation, for example, 95% of students said teaching is always/mostly ‘good’. 96% said their teacher always/mostly make the lessons interesting. 98% of students always/mostly enjoy drawing, sketching and painting. 96% said teacher always/mostly tell them how they can improve their work, this reflects the development of two ticks and a wish and the work that has been undertaken in relation to Assessment for Learning.
